A RESOLUTION OF THE SUCCESSOR AGENCY TO THE FORMER SANGER
REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY APPROVING AND ADOPTING THE JULY 1, 2017 THROUGH
JUNE 30, 2018 RECOGNIZED OBLIGATION PAYMENT SCHEDULE (“ROPS 17-18”)
PURSUANT TO HEALTH AND SAFETY CODE SECTION 34177

WHEREAS, the City of Sanger elected to serve as the Successor Agency to the former
Sanger Redevelopment Agency (“Successor Agency”) pursuant to Assembly Bill x1 26 (“AB x1 26",
or the “Dissolution Act”) as codified in the California Health & Safety Code (*H&SC”); and,

WHEREAS, among the duties of successor agencies under the Dissolution Act is the
preparation of a Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule (“ROPS”) for the ensuing twelve-month
period for consideration by a local oversight board and the California Department of Finance
(“DOF”) for purposes of administering the wind-down of financial obligations of the former
Redevelopment Agency; and,

WHEREAS, as amended by Assembly Bill 1484 (“AB 1484”), the Dissolution Act requires
that the proposed ROPS be transmitted to the local oversight board, after which time the oversight
board may approve and transmit the adopted ROPS to DOF, the County Auditor-Controller, and
the State Controller’s Office for their consideration; and,

WHEREAS, the proposed ROPS for the twelve-month period from July 1, 2017 through
June 30, 2018 (“17-18"), attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, has been prepared and is consistent with
the provisions of the Dissolution Act and in the format made available by DOF; and,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Successor Agency to the Sanger
Redevelopment Agency hereby adopts the Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule attached as
Exhibit “A,” and directs Agency staff to monitor and review Agency obligations to ensure
compliance with the Schedule and the Act, and, if necessary, to prepare an amended Schedule to
be considered and adopted by this Board as necessary to comply with the Act.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City’s City Manager, or designee, is authorized and
directed to take any action and execute any documents necessary to implement this Resolution.
